The study guide «How to read and write in Russian correctly»
teaches children to read and write in Russian according to the Russian
school technique of spelling.

The authors relied on the tradition of the Russian school when
calligraphy was considered not only as a means of teaching writing but also
as a way to develop basics of spelling literacy.

The study guide is structured with regard to methods of teaching
Russian as a foreign language and methodical requirements for teaching
Russian in Russian schools.

This study guide is for children learning Russian outside Russia and
for those unfamiliar with the Russian alphabet.

The study guide uses the easiest version of the English transcription
of Russian letters which can be replaced by another at the discretion of the
teacher.

The authors purposefully used the easiest types of exercises which
can be used by professional teachers as well as everyone who knows
Russian and wants to impart knowledge to children.

A teacher should pay attention to the fact that sequence of the
Russian letters presentation is not in an alphabetical order in this study
guide. It proceeds from methodical practicability on a «simple-to-
complex» basis.

The study guide involves a significant vocabulary expansion as it is
based on intensive motor skills of writing Russian letters, syllables, words,
sentences and connected texts. It facilitates memorizing Russian words as
well as inflection which is an important step to understanding Russian
grammar.
